Topics:
The objective of this course is to introduce and to describe current molecular techniques and their application to biological problems.  Topics include plasmids and cloning, sequence analysis, constructing and recombining insertion mutants, site directed mutagenesis, protein overexpression as well as web-based bioinformatics.
Lab:
The laboratory exercises are designed to provide the student with experience in molecular cloning techniques, with emphasis on mutagenesis.
